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CONCLUSIONS

 Professionals know the serious problems for the child associated with the 
consumption of alcohol and drugs by the woman during pregnancy or lactation.

 Training the professionals in coping with the resistance of the patient and in 
brief advice would enable the efficiency of interventions in this field to be 
increased. It would also mean a reduction in pregnancies exposed to alcohol 
or other drugs and an increase in the degree of satisfaction of professionals 
with their job.

 The deployment of the programme “Alcohol and Drug Free Pregnancy”, 
besides raising awareness in the general population, seeks to give 
professionals tools to carry out their interventions related to the consumption of 
alcohol and drugs during pregnancy.
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
