Notes
1. Welcome 

Sven Andréasson welcomes the 39 participants. 

2. Review of notes and matters arising from the last AGM meeting 
No matters arising. 

3. President’s report
Sven Andréasson introduces the main aims of INEBRIA and comments that with this conference in Chile, we are taking a very important step forward towards the expansion of INEBRIA in other regions and that is something we need to continue promoting. 

4. Secretary’s and treasurer’s report

Lidia Segura summarizes the main activity of the Secretariat emphasising that 20 new candidates were approved during the last meeting of the Coordinating Committee. She informs about the new data protection rules and that 5 scholarships were awarded this year also. GB comments briefly the accountability of INEBRIA and that waiting for the income coming from NY, the current figure at the bank is of 5.015,18 €. 

5. Special Interest groups feedback
Paul Wallace comments on the intense activity of the eSIG during the year. He adds that the core group meets on-line every two months and that they would like to open the scope of the group. He finalizes saying that they are very satisfied on the pre-conference session organized by the eSIG, not only on number of participants but also on the contents covered. They would like to continue promoting Digital perspective in the conferences. He announces that he wants to step down as coordinator of the group.  

Gillian W Shorter reports that there has been great progress of the ORBITAL SIG, that the main objectives of the project and the ORBITAL sig have been achieved, and that the group would like to hear back from INEBRIA members on where to go next and how to improve the final report. 
Richard Saitz comments that Todd Darlington and he organized a side meeting in order to discuss on the challenges on data sharing in order to have access to do individual patient analyses for systematic reviews. 11 participants joined and they are considering if organizing a special interest group or not. 
6. Election of office-bearers in 2018 and nomination committee 

Sven Andréasson reports that there is a nomination committee consisting of Jim McCambridge, Maristela Monteiro and Niamh Fitzgerald. That Jean-Bernard Daeppen steps down from the coordinating committee. Zarnie Khadjezari and Pablo Norambuena have been nominated to join the Coordinating Committee. The nominations are seconded and both candidates elected. 

7. Plans for 2019 and onwards
· Conference in Lübeck
Gallus Bischof invites everybody to join the conference in Luebeck, a World Heritage Town with very attractive old parts. It is located close to Hamburg and three hours away from Berlin. He announces that participants will get some reduced train tariffs. 

He says that he is working in finalizing the program and the committees and that the website will be ready before the end of the year and that submission call will open by February. 
· Conference in 2020
Sven Andréasson reports that there are two options for 2020. Edinburgh (Scotland, UK) and Goa (India). He adds that each option has pros and cons (Edinburgh might attract more European experts / Goa will contribute for expansion of INEBRIA). He also comments that our inofficial rule of alternating between continents suggests that we choose Goa in 2020 and Edinburgh in 2021. He comments that the coordinating committee will consider this over the next months to take a decision as soon as possible. 

8.  Agreement with ASCP Journal

Sven Andréasson comments that this is an excellent journal for INEBRIA members to publish in and being affiliated with the journal carries several advantages 
Lidia Segura comments about the benefits of the affiliation: 
· Promotion of INEBRIA
· Get a 15% discount when submitting a paper to the journal
· ASCP will waive costs for 1 article of INEBRIA’s choice in each calendar year and accepted for publication by the Editor-in-Chief
It is agreed that the offer of waived fee submission should go to the researchers winning the best abstract award. 
9. ICARA report
Sven Andréasson comments that he and Niamh Fitzgerald participated in the last meeting of ICARA and that the intention is to continue with this participation. 
10.  AOB

Marcela Tiburcio thanks the support of PAHO to INEBRIA Latina and she announces that this will continue at least for one year more. She comments that during the side meeting they organized it was agreed, among others, to increase sharing of papers among members and to try to translate materials to Portuguese (André Bedendo will suport on this).
